Feed My Sheep
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Feed My Sheep is a Food Pantry in conjunction with America's Second Harvest, the Food Bank for our region.  A long-standing ministry at St. Francis, Feed My Sheep distributes food every Tuesday, from 9-11 AM.   However, we can open up the pantry at other times if someone is truly having an emergency.  Feed My Sheep provides a bag of groceries, plus bread and refrigerated / frozen goods as they are available, to 160-180 households per month.  No one is ever turned away as long as food is available.  
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How can we do this?
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USDA eligible:  In order to receive the USDA groceries, a household must have income below the poverty level.  There is a short application form to be completed.   
Emergency help to those not USDA eligible:

The USDA food is only distributed to those who are eligible, but any other items in the pantry can be given out to anyone in an emergency situation (for example, an elderly person having to make a choice between food and medicine).


Unfortunately we can only provide help once a month.  We try to ensure a balanced diet for a family of four for a couple of days, to help meet an emergency.
