Then there are those times we want to hop
in Keith’s red convertible. Sometimes it is
fun just to experience the thrill of the ride.
Feeling the warmth of the sun and the wind
in our hair, hearing the rumble of the muffler
and the vibrations of the powerful engine, we
cruise down the road — sometimes with no
particular destination in mind.

Choosing the right vehicle for a particular
purpose reminds me of the ministries in
church. There are so many ministries at St.
Francis that keep the church functioning,

each with a unique function — each important and
useful in its own right.

There are many behind-the-scenes ministries
which remind me of a pickup truck. There are
ministries which do not get the glory and that
most people do not even notice. But these
ministries do the labor - the hard work which is
so necessary for the life of the parish. The
cleaning duties, setting up for coffee hour and
other parish hall events, and the upkeep of the
buildings and grounds are essential to our
congregation. The vestry and finance committee
also are often unheralded ministries, but the
church could not function without the hard, often
tedious work of those dedicated to these
ministries.

Then there is the comfort and practicality of
the compact car. There are those practical
ministries — the ones that provide basic needs,
that make us comfortable and provide peace and
comfort to others. The outreach ministries such
as our Feed My Sheep food pantry, the
communication committee which keeps us
informed, the many people involved in Christian
Formation and Education which nurtures our
spiritual life in Christ, the stewardship committee
which advises on matters of being responsible
stewards of all that we have — are all vital
ministries at St. Francis.

The ministries involved in the worship service
remind me of the red convertible. These
ministries are by far the most visible. In order
for the congregation texperiencethe worship
service, many ministries have to be involved.
The music ministry — the organist and choir —
must lead us in the hymns and praise songs. The
altar guild must prepare the space with all the
things which will be visible and which allow us



to participate in the sacraments. The
acolytes, chalice bearers, and the celebrant
must be prepared to lead the various parts of
the liturgy. These ministries allow us to fully
experience the Lord’s presence in a very
visible, experiential way.

There are many, many more valuable and

treasured ministries happening at St. Francis.

All play a key role in the life of our
congregation. It is to these ministries in
which we are all called to participate. Jesus
clearly states that we are all ministers,
responsible for the furtherance of the
Kingdom of God. We do not have to commit
to a certain ministry for a life time; we may
have one ministry where we use our gifts or
several ministries. Each of us needs to
discern to which ministry/ministries God is
calling us to be actively engaged. We each
need to choose which ministry is the right fit
for us, because standing still is not an option.

We took in
several informative workshops, enjoyed a
great lunch, and heard spotlight speakers Al
Lawson, Cliff Thaell and Anna Johnson.

This year, 11 counties from the Big Bend
area were represented.

At the awards ceremony, Gretchen
Everhart School received the Agency of the
Year Award. Several students from that
school regularly help with the Feed My
Sheep ministry. Also we are proud that our
own Carolyn Vizcarrondo was nominated as
Volunteer of the Year for her 7 years of
Faithful Service to Feed My Sheep!

Second Harvest reminded us that the Oil
Spill is coming and will soon impact the
various food pantries in our area. The Big
Bend counties will receive less USDA food
as more is sent to the coastal areas. Atthe
same time, the local need will grow as people
from Gulf coastal areas migrate to places
inland, including Leon County, looking for
work.

We are experiencing a perfect storm even
without the Oil Spill. The economy is still
weak, and the hot summer months always
bring higher utility bills (less money for
food) just when kids are home from school
(more need for food)! To meet the increased
demand, we will try to have 50 bags of
groceries ready for distribution every week.

Remember that we are ALL part of the
Feed My Sheep Ministry. Pray about
increasing your cash contributions and
donating canned healthy vegetables and fruits
every week. Other recurring needs are paper
bags, plastic grocery / newspaper bags, and
even Walgreen's prescription bags! We also
need more volunteers on Friday to help sort
and store the additional produce and bread
needed to fill the extra bags.
